The HIC of the safety flooring must be higher than or equal to the FFD (Free Fall Distance) of the equipment.
Standard NF EN 1176 defines the safety requirements of playground equipment, and especially the size of
the impact surface onto which children are likely to fall when playing and which must be shock-absorbing.

It is the distance between the end point of the play equipment and an external obstacle or another game, i.e.
1.50m, if the HIC of the equipment is less than or equal to 1.50m.

It is the surface that should be protected with HEXDALLE® shock-absorbing tiles, around equipment where
falls are reasonably foreseeable as part of normal use.

The FFD is defined as the longest vertical distance between the base of equipment especially designed for
the body and the impact surface below it.

Standard NF EN 1177 does not specify the dimensions that should be applied for a fall distance less than
0.6m.

Notwithstanding the terms of payment which may have been stipulated, we reserve the right to
demand cash payment in the event that information obtained since the sale provides sufficient reason for such
action, by extension of the provisions of Section 1613 of the French Civil Code.

Failure to pay a portion of the price on its due date entails the immediate enforceability of the whole
claim.

In the event that payment is not made on the due date, it is expressly agreed between the parties that
late payment penalties calculated at a rate of 1.6% per month exclusive of tax shall apply without prior notice
from such due date, without prejudice to any action for payment taken by FRANCE CONSTRUCTION — Sols
sportifs et techniques.

TITLE RETENTION CLAUSE

In accordance with the law, the goods remain our property until full payment of the invoice. Under
these terms, it is expressly agreed that if the buyer resells the goods before paying for them, he/she thereby
makes a conditional assignment of the claims arising from the resale of said goods.

Any disputes shall be brought before the Commercial Court of Toulon, France, including in the event
of multiple respondents or introduction of third parties. This election of jurisdiction is a material condition of our
business transactions, notwithstanding any clauses to the contrary which may have been stipulated by our
contracting parties and which shall be considered null and void.
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
